$100,000 Endowed Psi Iota Xi
Founders Scholarships

In celebration of the 100th Birthday and in recognition of four of the founders, a $100,000 
Endowed Psi Iota Xi Founders Scholarship Fund was established by Alpha Chapter for Ball 
State University students. These four scholarships are: Emma Cammack Modern Languages 
and Classics Scholarship, Martha Ivins Speech and Hearing Scholarship, Mayme Johnson 
Oesterle Music Scholarship, and the Eva Kessler English Scholarship.

These four scholarships are awarded annually to students attending Ball State University, with 
preference to Psi Iota Xi members and their families. The minimum value of each scholarship 
is $1,000.

The criteria for applications is as follows:

• Applicants must be of at least sophomore status (30 semester hours or more), have 
earned a cumulative grade point average of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale and be enrolled 
full-time (12 or more hours per semester).

• Applicants must apply for fi nancial aid through the regular university process, and 
demonstrate fi nancial need as determined by the Offi ce of Scholarships and Financial 
Aid (OSFA) at Ball State University using the Congressional Methodology. Both the BSU 
fi nancial aid application and the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) or 
the Renewal FAFSA must be completed by March 1. These forms are available, usually 
by mid-December, in the OSFA and other locations on campus.

• Preference will be given to any Chapter Psi Iota Xi member, their child, legally ad-
opted child, or grandchild. If there are no qualifi ed Psi Iota Xi recipients, preference will 
be given to a graduate of a Delaware County High School.

• Scholarships may be renewed for two additional years at the discretion of the 
OSFA.

• Award recipients are chosen by the OSFA and will be made without regard to race, 
sex, religion, national origin, physical or mental handicap, age, or status as a Vietnam 
era veteran.

Students who meet the above criteria and are majoring in Modern Languages and Clas-
sics, Speech and Hearing, Music, or English are eligible to apply. Call Charlotte Shepperd with
